QUALIFICATIONS

To qualify as a student election judge,
you must be:

e AU.S. citizen

e Arresident of Wyoming

e At least 16 years old

e Physically, mentally, and morally
competent to perform your duties

e  Able to attend a 2-hour training

RESPONSIBILITIES

As a student election judge, you will
serve alongside other adult election
judges at a polling place in your county.

Some of the duties student election
judges assist with are:

Opening and closing the polls
(Election judges work from 6:00
a.m. to about 8:00 p.m. on Election
Day.)

e Ensuring that qualified voters are
permitted to vote

e Checking in and processing voters

e  Assisting with registration of
qualified persons who want to
register on Election Day

e Distributing ballots
e Helping voters who need assistance
e Answering voters’ questions

e Maintaining order in the polling
place

e Obtaining results after the polls are
closed

STUDENT ELECTION JUDGE APPLICATION

Open to US citizens who are Wyoming residents, age 16 or older

Apply early! If hired as a student
election judge, you will have training
prior to Election Day.
